South Whitehall Township Sponsorship Terms & Policies

From time-to-time sponsorship opportunities at designated South Whitehall Township (the “Township”) properties such as athletic
fields and parks exist for a specific purpose and to raise funds for a particular project (“Sponsorship”). These Sponsorships are
extended to certain for-profit, non-profit, and government entities (each, a “Sponsor”) that desire such an opportunity and to

become a community partner. All prospective Sponsors shall adhere to the terms and policies stated herein.

1. Entities whose primary business involves the following are ineligible to be a Sponsor: (a) the sale or consumption of alcoholic beverages,
tobacco products, illegal drugs; (b) gambling; (c) the sale or use of firearms or other weapons; (d) depictions or characterizations which
suggest or show nudity, profanity, obscenity or lewdness; and/or, (e) commentary or advocacy of a social, religious or political nature.

2. The Township, in its sole discretion, shall have the right to accept or reject any and all Sponsorship applications from any Sponsor for any
reason or no reason whatsoever.

3. Under no circumstances shall a Sponsor’s payment for sponsorship be construed as an offset or credit against any present or future debt,
tax, liability or obligation a Sponsor owes or may owe to the Township.

4. Any Sponsor selected by the Township for a Sponsorship shall, at the Sponsor’s sole cost, provide a Logo and/or Business/Organization
name for display (collectively “Display Materials”) to the Township at least thirty (30) days prior to the date of completion of the project
to enable the Township to review it. The Township reserves the right to reject or edit any Display Materials. Any Display Materials
submitted by a Sponsor that do not conform to the requirements agreed upon by the Sponsor and the Township may be rejected or
modified by the Township, at the discretion of Township. The Township reserves the right to change the placement of Display Materials
submitted by Sponsor at any time without notice.

5. Under no circumstances shall the Township be liable to Sponsor for any damage associated with a failure to place and/or post the Display
Materials.

6. Sponsor agrees that it shall be liable for the contents of Display Materials. Sponsor, on its own behalf and on behalf of its heirs, executors,
personal representatives, successors, assigns, subsidiaries, employees, members, directors and anyone else acting on its behalf
(collectively “Indemnitors”), shall indemnify, defend and hold harmless the Township, its elected officials, successors, assignors, trustees,
officers, employees, insurance companies, contractors, volunteers and/or agents (collectively “Township Representatives”) from and
against any and all claims, demands, debts, contracts, expenses, causes of action, lawsuits, damages and liabilities, of every kind and
nature, whether known or unknown, in law or in equity, made against or including the Township Representatives arising out of or in any
way related to the Display Materials (including, without limitation, the contents thereof, and the printing, publishing and display of
same), the Sponsorship, and/or the activities contemplated herein.

7. Sponsor represents and warrants to the Township that it is fully authorized and licensed to use any of the following items which may
appear in Display Materials: (a) the names, portraits, and/or pictures of living persons; (b) any copyrighted or trademarked materials;
and/or (c) any {00839629v3} testimonials. Sponsor further represents and warrants to the Township that the content of any Display
Materials is not: (a) libelous nor defamatory; (b) an invasion of privacy; and/or (c) otherwise unlawful to any third party.

8. Anything contained in the Display Materials that conflicts with Township policies and procedures shall not be construed to be binding on
the Township and Township Representatives.

9. The Township shall not be responsible for any damage to or destruction of Display Materials for any reason, including the Township’s
negligence or willful misconduct.

10. The Township reserves the right to revise sponsorship rates, and applicants for Sponsorship shall be responsible for the rate in effect at
the time the Sponsorship Commitment Form is executed by the Township.
